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Diversity in language education: reading comprehension in
English as a Foreign Language in the middle school

Teaching English as a Foreign Language (EFL) reading comprehension to those low-
achieving middle school learners with poor literacy skills has gained in importance in
the world of migration and globalization, is known as a "very hot" topic in the literacy
field (Amendum & Fitzgerald, 2011, p. 373), and has been called "the ultimate
challenge" (DiFino & Lombardino, 2004). The purpose of this quasi-experimental
study was to a) compare cognitive intensive reading comprehension instruction to
business-as-usual instruction for ninth grade pupils with and without learning
disabilities who were "far below" or "below" the national proficiency level in EFL; and,
b) explore the development of a cognitive intervention model of reading
comprehension in EFL (Goldfus, 2013) in the middle school. The study took place in
a large inner-city urban setting, where the pupils come from low socio-economic
backgrounds, most of the pupils are immigrants; Hebrew is a second language and,
in some cases English the third and even fourth language. Results indicated greater
improvements for the intervention group and pupils with learning disabilities benefited
as much or more than the other struggling ninth graders. The contribution of this
research is twofold: on the one hand, to respond to the need for instruction in foreign
language reading comprehension for middle school learners with difficulties and, on
the other, to provide evidence-based research for intervention studies which will
enable underachieving learners at the middle school level to close the achievement

gap.
